Introduction:

CYGWIN provides a standard UNIX/LINUX development environment on

Windows including API's and command shells. CYGWIN brings a standard

UNIX/LINUX shell environment, including many of its commands to the

Windows platform. CYGWIN helps to port the applications on UNIX to

Windows.

Installation:

· Click on Cygwinfull.exe which is available in 

Network Neighborhood\java_server\shared\Application Programs.

· Complete the steps in setup wizard and finish the installation.

Run:

Open the cygwin shortcut available in the Start menu program files and this will open a command window.

Type Unix commands in bash prompt. For example type “sh” to enter $ prompt. Type   “cmd” to enter in to the Ms-dos command prompt. “cp” to copy file etc.,
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
