Graphics Tools for Front End Design

Purpose: Several useful graphics tools are recommended here for the Java team to facilitate the frontend work during software development. 

Vector drawing: Visio, Adobe Illustrator and MS Powerpoint.

Raster drawing: Adobe Photoshop, Corel PhotoHouse.

Clip Art: Corel 1.3 Million Clipart with Corel Gallery 3, www.clipart.com.

Screen Capture: Capture Easy Pro

All the softwares are available in Zkey.com.   

For Corel Clipart, please go to Java_Server, Server/Shared/ClipArt/Gallery1 to install (setup.exe).  After the installation, you should have the Corel Gallery (browsing thru more than one million of royalty-free clipart images in Gallery1-6) and Corel PhotoHouse (editing graphics).  

For Capture Easy Pro, go to Server/Shared/Application Programs/capezpro.exe.  After installation, copy the file of eclcep74.exe to the installed directory and execute it.  Take down the registration number and go back to the Capture Easy Pro program to register it. This program is easy to use with rich options and produces very economic file size with good image quality.

To Grab the required icon to use in your program:    

1. Execute capezpro.exe

2. Select Capture and Preview and Click on Next button
3. Select “A Rectangular Screen Area with repeat”, Select Hot key as Print Screen in Capture Option and Click on “Activate” button
4. Now go to the screen from where you want to grab the icon, e.g.,: you want grab MS-Word icon
5. Press “Print Screen” , now you will find your mouse pointer is changed
6. Select the icon area by press and dragging the mouse button
7. After selecting the icon release the mouse button, now you can see the preview of that icon in capezpro preview
8. Save the icon as GIF file type.
For some large image, use “An Internet Page with Automatically Scrolling” instead.  When the cross cursor shown up after pressing hotkey, mouse around until the desire area marked, then click to confirm capture.

ICON Extraction: ICONDigger 2000 (Get ICON from EXE, DLL, ICO, ICL, BMP) and save in ICO or BMP.
