· Get a standard Java development PC with NT system configurated. (Woon is responsible for setting up hardware and networking administration)

· Got to NetworkNeighborhood/Java_server and login with administrator/password, which is the file server for the whole Java team.

· Read the Server/Shared/readme.html for an overall description of the files on the Java-server. 

· Load appropriate software and tools.  The following are the minimum list should have:

· Java IDE—Jbuilder 3

· Database—Oracle Client utilities and JDBC drivers

· UML tools—Visio (Together 3 for advanced work if needed)

· Version control—WinCVS (Client for CVS)

· Project tracking—MS Project 2000

· MS Office 2000 (at least you need Word 20000 to work).

· Other utilities, e.g., Winzip, Acrobat viewer, etc.
