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Purpose:


This document provides the setup and installation guidelines for the Oracle client, which is used to connect to an oracle database from the client machine.

Setup:


It is strongly recommended that all the older versions be uninstalled before installation. The CD has the option of installing Oracle client and Oracle programmer. For our requirements Oracle client shall be selected. The minimum space required for typical installation is 300MB and so appropriate drive shall be selected to install based on the space availability. You can choose either typical or custom for installation. Typical setup has a predefined list of products to install and if you select custom you can choose your list of products to install.

Installation:

· Insert the CD and wait for the autorun to start and click on Install/Deinstall products. Click Next. 

· The File Locations window appears. Do not change the text in the Source... field. This is the location of files for installation. 

(Note:   If you have an existing Oracle home created with a pre-8.1.x release, you must change the default installation location to a different location.)

Type the Oracle Home name and directory location to install Oracle8i Client components in the Destination group fields. The default location is <drive with the most available space>:\ORACLE\ORA81. Click Next to continue.

The Available Products window appears. Select the Oracle product you want to install (default is Oracle8i Client). Oracle8i Client 8.1.5.0.0 Click Next to continue. 

· The Installation Types window appears. Select the appropriate (Typical or Custom) installation type. Click Next. 

· The Location for Oracle Documentation window appears for a Typical or Custom installation. 

· Select Hard Drive to install the documentation on your hard drive. Otherwise, documentation will remain on the CD-ROM. Click Next. 

· The Summary window appears listing the Global Settings, Product Languages, Space Requirements, and New Installations. 

· Click Install. Wait while the selected products are installed. 

· After the components are installed, the Configuration Tools window appears and Net8 Configuration Assistant. During this process you will be prompted for entering some information. Enter the values as given below:

· After entering the details as above you can test the database connection by clicking on Test. The default test for connection is done using the “scott” and “tiger” as user id and password respectively. You can click on the Change user button and test the connection to the database using zwebclient and pink*bunny as password to the sdn database.

· Click finish to finish the installation process.

After installation ODBC Data Source shall be created as below:

Go to Control Panel/ODBC Data Sources or 

Start menu/programs/Oracle-OraHome81/Network Administration/Microsoft ODBC Administrator.

Add/Oracle ODBC Driver

Data Source Name: Oracle ODBC

Service Name: java.sdnonline.com

UserID: zwebclient

The above data source shall be used to connect the database using the Oracle ODBC test located in Start menu/Programs/Oracle-OraHome81/Network Administration/Oracle ODBC Test.
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
