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Purpose:  This document is to coordinate proper location of image files in web-logic environment.

The images files have been automatically handled in a typical situation.  In other words, it does not require to change the SRC attribute in IMAGE tag in the existing HTML files.   In a standard modified situation, it does require to modify the SRC attribute slightly.   The modification is simply to insert “/images” in the attribute tag.  If you need more effort than inserting “/images” to handle image files, please coordinate the case with me. 

Case1:   Typical situation: do nothing

In a typical situation, images in HTML source files have been properly placed so that there is no need to modify the location of the <IMG SRC="/images/....>.  If you need to locate image sources for any reason, please follow the next example.  For the image source:

  
<IMG SRC="/images/zkey_logo_splash.gif" ... >

it should have been stored in the following location:


Java_server/Server/weblogics/myserver/public_html/images/zkey_logo_splash.gif

Case 2: Standard modified situation: Insert “/images” in the HTML files


Sometimes, the original "SRC" attribute does not start with "/images".  In other word, the src attribute is in the following format:


<IMG SRC="/directory_name/...>.  

In this situation, it is required to insert "/images" so that the attribute is modified to 


<IMG SRC="/images/directory_name/...>. 

The corresponding images should be found in 


Java_server/Server/weblogics/myserver/public_html/images/directory_name/...

Other cases: coordinate images files with Lin


If you can not find the required image sources in the following directory:


Java_server/Server/weblogics/myserver/public_html/images

please notify me.  Please do not alter the locations of image files in 


Java_server/Server/weblogics/myserver/public_html/images
